Henry Ford In Sight!

In 1914Henry Ford's offer of $5 a day to workers on the Ford assmbly
line in Highland Park drew workers from al over the U.S. and was to
shape the growth of the small village of Ferndale for yeas to come.
Fascination with the man himself, pro and con, continues to this day.
Ellen Hill, long-time FHS Museum volunteer grew up in Deaborn,
graduating from Deaborn High Schoadl in 1946 and has vivid memories
of often sedng Ford in person. “He looked thin, gray-haired, and just
like his pictures,” she says, and “was a fixture in Deaborn, waving at
kids every time he was driven down Michigan Avenue - alwaysin abladk
ca.” (As he said: “The public can have any color of car they want as
long asit’sblack.”)

In the aghth grade (ca 1941) she and her classnates were taken to
Deaborn’'s Ford Field and, from a neaby hill, watched the ceemony
marking the aldition of the Sikorsky helicopter to the aviation colledion
of Greelfield Village. Inspired by a design conceived by Leonarda
DaVinci, and first patented in 1931, the Sikorsky was the world's first
succesdul rotorcraft. Standing side-by-side on the platform that day were
Igor Sikorsky, the plane’s Rusdan-born inventor; an “excealingly
handsome” Charles Lindbergh, icon of aviation; and Henry Ford, icon of
the auto industry - and ahero of ealy Ferndale. Who could forget?
